· Special Items – for babies and the elderly

· Radio – Battery operated and NOAA weather radio

· Telephones – Fully charged cell phone with extra battery

· Cash – small bills and credit cards

· Keys

· Toys, books and games for children

· Important documents – in a waterproof container
